Simple Textured Scarf

Materials:
1 skein O-Wool® Classic, 198yd/100g
	 supporting 1/2 acre of organic land
Needles: US size 7 (4.5 mm) needles 
Gauge:   4.5 st = 1” in pattern
	  4.5  rows = 1” in pattern
	 gauge is not crucial for this scarf
Level: 	 Beginner
Size: 	 5” wide
         	 53” long
Note: for a ‘perfect’ edge, K the last st of every row then SL the first st of 
each row as if to P

SCARF:
Begin: CO  27 sts
WS: Purl
RS begin texture: (see chart)
Row 1: sl1, sl1, K1, P3, (K1, sl1, K1, p3) repeat until 3 sts left/ 
	 K1, Sl1, K1
Row 2: sl1, P2, K3, (P3, K3) repeat until 3 sts left/ P2, K1
Row 3: as Row 1
Row 4: as Row 2
Row 5: sl1, (sl1, K5) repeat until 2 sts left/ Sl1, K1
Row 6: sl 1, P until on st left, K1
Row 7: as Row 5
Row 8: as Row 6
Repeat until  you yarn almost runs out…  and BO!
Soak & Block - Wear and Be Warm!
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K on RS / P on WS

P on RS / K on WS

slip stitch
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6 st repeat
